August 18, 2006—El Dorado Medical Center, Tucson
October 6, 2000 – Tucson General Hospital – a 120-bed osteopathic hospital owned by Tucson Clinical Care, LLP.
Oct. 31, 1999 – Charter Behavioral Health System – Desert Vista, Mesa. – 80-bed psychiatric hospital owned by for-profit Charter Behavioral Health System.

February 15, 2000 – Charter Behavioral Health Systems, Glendale – a 90-bed psychiatric hospital owned by for-profit Charter Behavioral Health System. 

Nov. 18, 1999 – Phoenix Regional Medical Center -- a 290-bed acute care hospital owned by for-profit Triad Hospital Inc. PRMC was purchased by nonprofit Phoenix Children’s Hospital for renovation and will re-open as PCH by summer 2001.

Nov. 15, 1999 – Community Hospital Medical Center, Phoenix -- a 42-bed general/surgical hospital. Owned by for-profit Tenet Healthcare Corp. Was purchased by local physician and Re-opened as Arizona Surgical Hospital. It has a specialty hospital license from the Arizona Dept. of Health Services, which means it is not required to operate an ED.

Oct. 31, 1999 – Charter Behavioral Health System – East Valley, Chandler – 90-bed psychiatric hospital owned by for-profit Charter Behavioral Health System.

Oct. 1, 1999 – Central Arizona Medical Center, Florence - 86-bed, acute care facility owned by nonprofit Regional Care Services Corp. 

Sept. 15, 1999 – Wendy Paine O’Brien Treatment Center, Phoenix – 89-bed behavioral health center owned by nonprofit Samaritan Health System (now Banner Health Arizona). Wendy Paine identity is retained in a 40-bed, dedicated adolescent treatment wing at Samaritan Behavioral Health Center in Scottsdale.

March, 1999 – Mohave Valley Hospital, 12-bed hospital closed by Sierra Health Services, a healthcare company in Nevada that had purchased the hospital in 1996.
October 10, 1997 – Raymond W. Bliss Army Community Hospital, Fort Huachuca – U.S. Army Base Hospital, downgrades to Health Center/clinic to handle non-life threatening emergencies and medical stays of less than 24 hours.

May 23, 1997 – American Transitional Hospital, Tucson – 30-bed, long term, acute care, owned by for-profit American Transitional Hospitals, Inc., leased spaced inside Tucson General Hospital.

Sept. 8, 1995 – Charter Hospital, Tucson – 60-bed, full service behavioral health facility owned by for-profit Charter Behavioral Health Services
